Our first boat, Slippery When Wet, was a San Juan 24 that we raced and 
sailed on Lake Tahoe. In the winter months we brought her to Richmond 
to participate in the Berkeley Midwinters and also enjoyed many days 
pleasure sailing on the bay. We trailered her to Mexico and spent the 
winter of ‘97/’98 enjoying the Sea of Cortez. The cruising lifestyle 
agreed with us both and we started shopping for a bigger boat as soon as 
we got home. We sold Slippery and in Oct of ’98 we bought Nataraja. 
Eric was transferred to a new job in Honolulu, so in May of 2000 we set 
sail for Hawai’i. We got itchy feet and set sail in the spring of ’02. We 
spent seven months and visited Palmyra Atoll, American Samoa, 
Samoa, Niuatoputapu and the Vava’u Island group in Tonga; Christmas 
and Fanning Islands then back to Hawai’i. In May of ‘03, we sailed to 
Seward, Alaska and explored Resurrection Bay and Prince William 
Sound before sailing across the Gulf of Alaska to Sitka in SE Alaska. 
After a winter in Ketchikan, we continued on through the Inside Passage 
exploring SE Alaska and British Columbia. In August ’04 we returned 
to the bay area and took a slip at Brickyard Cove. After a major refit, we 
set sail again in Sept. ’07. We took our time and leisurely sailed south 
along the coast and the Channel Islands before heading into Mexico. In 
March ’08, we sailed from Manzanillo and headed across the Pacific to 
the Marquesas where we spent two months visiting six different islands. 
We had a serious bout of engine trouble and decided to return to the bay 
area via Hawai’i to put in a new engine. In Sept. ’08, we sailed under 
the big red bridge and into a slip at BYC marina. The new engine has 
been successfully installed and we will be sailing back to the Marquesas 
this March to pick up where we left off and continue our Pacific loop.

A nearby harbor reported vandalism to boats in their dry 
storage yard. Thieves took electronics, outboards and 
even towed off two Boston Whalers. To our knowledge, 
no boats in the BYC dry storage yard were affected. The 
owners of the condominiums have a bird’s eye view of 
our dry storage yard and this is likely a deterrent to 
thieves. To help prevent problems here in our dry storage 
yard, either put a lock on your outboard or store it down 
below, consider a tongue lock on your trailer, don’t leave 
anything of value on your trailer and be sure your boat is 
secure before going home. If you have electronics on 
board, it may be a good idea to cover them up so they 
cannot be seen through the hatch or ports.
