Since this time the Brickyard Cc
Marina water has been tested three ti
with the last sample on March hltesulting
as satisctory and we have been inforn
that the water is now safe to enter. If \
have any questions or concerns about
spill please feel free to contact our mal
office.

She loves to crash her clipper bow
Into the bounding main,
For she’s a Privateer, and now
She dreams of pilfered gain!

“Sea Eagle”
Over 40 years, professional entertainers, Jack
and Brenda Payne, have owned and sailed a
multitude of different sailboats. Performing,
unicycle, juggling and magic, around the world
has allowed them to sail in many diverse
locations; such as both US Coasts, across the
Sea of Cortez, the San Juans, Hawaii, Caribk
New Zealand, Tahiti, Mediterranean, Pago Pa¢
Panama, and more.

For them, any day sailing is a good day, but th
prefer howling, rail in the water, stormy days tc
calm, whispery days. They love sailing fast, b
are not racers, they are dreamers. Few sailors
have walked more world docks, admiring the
multitude of beautiful sailing ships, thinking
about what wonderful stories each hull could t
and speculating on where they've come from
and where they’re going.

From it’s first SF bay showing in 1967, with it’s
brass dolphins, and mermaids, Jack and Bren
loved the charismatic lines of the Thomas
Gillmer designed, Ketch or Cutter, kit or

finished, Kenner production fiberglass Privateer
(Her lines speak of “iron men and wooden ships

of oilskins and tar...” of honorable pirates,
treasures and royal alliances). Over the years,
they test sailed many Privateers, but until 1998
they had never seen one with as much artistic
potential as “Bonnie Blue Wind”, with her kit
finished round port holes and classic interior;
now, renamed “Sea Eagle” in honor of two of
Jack’s dad’s exciting sailing, adventure novels.

Purchased as a father and son project, for yearar(d off),
Jack, and Jack (and Brenda), with much love, wode&ea
Eagle, adding a powerful, new Yanmar diesel, a ¢oeplace,
and more; continuing to redesign and refit neavisrg inch to
create the appearance of a majestic pirate shipatoh her
Privateer title; replacing stainless with antiquads; and
designing additional touches, such as the spectaPudate Skull
and Cross Cutlass sails.

Primarily Jack’s dad, but, also, Jack created Sepes
exclusive wood carvings: the fist for the cat hqarhte faces for
the console and bow, Sea Eagles for belaying piaptune with
Sea Dolphins for the hatch, skull in compass-rabéet stars and
guns for the forward cabin, South Sea Island withgure chest
for the galley cabinet doors, Sea Eagle letterargtie bulkhead,
etc. There’s even a carved wooden cannon that ablesd to
fire with the “Hawaiian Chieftain”, Jack repliedyVe’d love to
do battle, but we can only shoot splinters!”

Feeling lucky to be harbored at the most beautifidndly,
sheltered marina in the bay, Brickyard Cove; JaukBrenda are
pleased when fellow sailors stop at the dock toapate Sea
Eagle’s unique, artistic character; sailing hegytbften see other
sailors tack clear across the bay to get a clasdy, Isignaling
approvals with two thumbs up and a hardv.
